Establish a drama club encouraging children with Autism and their siblings to express themselves through creative interaction.
20 What evidence can you provide of the need for this project ?

· We have seen great results from our Art based social club in Peakhurst. Friendships develop between children with autism, their siblings, and parents.

· Parents have been requesting the establishment of a drama / creative expression group for some time, and whenever we raise the idea it is met with string support.

· A number of children whose families are members of our support network already attend a drama club and their parents speak of the benefits this is bringing them. 
· Children with autism spectrum disorders are often typically creative and use that creativity to express ideas or concepts they may struggle to otherwise express.

· An interest in movies or movie themes is also common, and they often rely on rote learnt passages to express themselves.

· Internet research shows strong arguments on the benefits of dram clubs for people with autism  

· The award winning documentary, “Autism: The Musical” also supports the benefits of drama clubs fro ASD kids.

For Parents: to meet other parents who understand their lives and to escape the isolation of autism. To see other aspects of their children’s personalities through the program; aspects which may not have been able to flourish before.
